	 ♦	 MSU’s J.T. Miller (Sr., Clinton, N.C.) eclipsed 1,000 career points with his first of five buckets in the Evangel win on 
		  Friday. The fifth-year transfer from Howard 	 University scored 930 points with the Bison before coming to Missouri 
		  State this season. He had three dunks in Friday’s game, and the Bears are 3-0 with him in the starting lineup.
	 ♦	 Obediah Church (Jr., Springfield, Ill.) is now just 2 blocked shots behind Ed Liliensiek (1977-81) for the No. 2 spot on 	
		  the 	program’s career list. Church is up to 142 career rejections, just 25 behind MSU career leader Danny Moore (96-99).
	 ♦	 Missouri State is getting nearly half its offensive production in the paint this season. The Bears have outscored their 
		  opponents by a 256-154 margin in the paint and accounting for 36.6 points per game -- or 49.4 percent of their points.
	 ♦	 Over the last five games, Reggie Scurry (Jr., Atlanta, Ga.) is averaging 8.6 points and converting 54.3 percent from the 
		  field -- 19-of-35.
	 ♦	 Obediah Church needs 3 assists for 100 in his career, while J.T. Miller needs 1 steal for 100 in his career.
	 ♦	 MSU is averaging 14.0 offensive boards per game with double-figure offensive caroms in every game this year.
	 ♦	 Ryan Kreklow (Jr., Columbia, Mo.) has converted 19 straight free throws, dating back to Jan. 24, 2017. He is 12-for-
		  12 at the foul line this season.
	 ♦	 Missouri State matched or out-rebounded 26 of 33 opponents last season and has picked up that same momentum in 
		  2017-18 by winning the battle of the boards in all seven games. MSU enters the week with a +10,0 rebound margin.
	 ♦	 Ryan Kreklow is just 11 3-pointers away from 100 for his career (67 games). He would be the 15th Bear to achieve 
		  that milestone.

Head Coach Paul Lusk
  Paul Lusk (Southern Illinois, 1995) is 93-108 (.463) in his seventh season at MSU and 95-131 (.420) 
in his eighth season overall as a head coach.  He is 45-63 in MVC games (30-24 at home, 15-39 on the 
road), 4-6 in MVC Tournament games and 44-39 against all non-conference foes (29-13 at JQH Arena, 
11-14 away and 4-12 at neutral sites). In all games, he is 59-37 at home, 26-53 on the road, and 8-18 at 
neutral sites. He is 0-1 against Colorado State (0-1 at neutral site).
  The 46-year-old Lusk took the reins as MSU’s 17th head coach on April 1, 2011. He came to 
Springfield after seven seasons at Purdue (2004-11), including his last three as associate head coach 
there.  Now in his 17th season in the coaching profession, Lusk has previous assistant coaching stops 
at Southwestern Illinois (1996-97), Missouri Southern (1999-2002) and Southern Illinois (2003-04) in 
addition to a one-year head coaching stint at (Div. III) Dubuque (2002-03). Lusk has played or coached 
in 10 NCAA Tournaments.
  Lusk finished third in the MVC Coach of the Year voting in 2014 and was a finalist for the Skip 
Prosser Man of the Year Award that same year. He was also named one of the Top 25 high-major 
assistants by FoxSports.com in 2010, and CollegeSportsMadness.com named him MVC coach of the 
year in 2012. He is a member of the Illinois Basketball Hall of Fame after scoring 2,743 points during a 
highly-touted prep career at Wesclin High in New Baden, Ill. He went on to play 107 college games at 
Iowa and Southern Illinois, earning All-MVC second-team honors in 1994 for the Salukis.

The Series
  The Bears and Rams have played twice previously, including a first-round matchup at the 2014 Great 
Alaska Shootout in Anchorage (11/26/14). CSU took a 76-61 decision with MSU’s Dorrian Williams 
scoring 16 points and snagging 7 rebounds. No players on the current MSU roster were on that trip.
  The clubs also met in Fort Collins on 12/27/41 as part of coach Andrew McDonald’s December trip 
through Oklahoma, Texas and Colorado. The Bears won the game, 34-30.

Bears on the Air
  All Missouri State games will air live on the Missouri State Radio Network with Springfield flagship 
station KTXR (101.3 FM) providing the feed to the eight-station network across Missouri as well as live 
audio streaming at RadioSpringfield.com.
  The voice of the Bears, Art Hains, first began calling MSU’s action in 1977 and is in his second 
stint and 37th season overall. He called MSU games from 1977-81 and returned to the mic in 1985. 
Hains celebrated his 1,000th MSU basketball broadcast (and 2,000th career MSU event) on Jan. 2, 
2013 against Illinois State at JQH Arena. Former Bears’ great Mike Keltner (1970-74) provides color 
commentary. Hains was inducted into the Missouri Sports Hall of Fame on Jan. 29, 2017.

Charitable Beginnings
  Missouri State’s exhibition game at Kansas State on Oct. 21 was added via special permission from 
the NCAA to benefit the American Red Cross’ hurricane relief efforts. The game at Bramlage Coliseum 
in Manhattan attracted more than 2,500 fans and raised more than $15,000 to help victims of natural 
disasters in Texas, Florida and Puerto Rico.

Exit Polls
  For the first time since joining the Missouri Valley Conference in 1990-91, the Bears are the league’s 
preseason favorite to win the regular-season title, according to a preseason poll of Valley coaches, 
media and communications professionals. MSU received 30 of the possible 40 first-place votes -- and 
381 points in all -- followed by UNI (337), Loyola (321), Illinois State (256) and Southern Illinois (226) to 
round out the 10-team league’s upper division.
  Missouri State has won the MVC regular-season crown once -- in 2010-11 -- but were picked second 
in the league’s preseason poll that season.

Preseason Player of the Year
  Missouri State senior forward Alize Johnson (Williamsport, Pa.) was named Missouri Valley Confer-
ence preseason player of the year during the league’s media day event in St. Louis on October 24. 
  Johnson is just the second MSU player -- and first since Kyle Weems in 2011-12 -- to be named as 
the Valley’s top player in the preseason.
  Last season, Johnson averaged 14.8 points and a league-best 10.6 rebounds per game to earn 
All-MVC first-team honors and MVC Newcomer of the Year distinction. The transfer from Frank Phillips 
(Texas) College tabulated 17 double-doubles as a junior, which ranked 15th among all DI players.

Alize Named to Three Award Watch Lists
  Missouri State senior Alize Johnson was announced Oct. 19 as one of the 20 candidates for the 
2018 Karl Malone Power Forward of the Year Award.
  The award is named after Hall of Famer and two-time NBA Most Valuable Player Karl Malone. By 
mid-February, the watch list of 20 players will be narrowed to just 10 with five finalists announced in 
March. The winner will be announced April 6 at the ESPN College Basketball Awards Show in LA.
  Johnson is also on the Citizen Naismith Trophy Award Watch List and the Lou Henson Mid-Major 
Player of the Year Award Watch List.



Returning Award Winners
  In addition to Valley first-team selection Alize Johnson, two more more Bears return after winning 
conference accolades a year ago.
  Obediah Church (Springfield, Ill.) was on the MVC All-Defensive Team after he blocked a league-
high 74 shots last season (2.39 per game) which ranked 21st nationally. He also pulled down 5.8 
rebounds per game and accumulated 16 steals.
  Jarred Dixon (Kansas City, Mo.) earned MVC All-Bench Team laurels after he averaged 8.6 points 
per game as a sophomore with 23 appearances in reserve. He finished the season with a 2.0 assist-per 
game average and snagged 26 steals. Dixon posted 11.7 points per game over the club’s last six.
Excellent in Estero
  Missouri State shot 46.0 percent from the field and 77.8 percent at the foul line to go 2-1 at the Gulf 
Coast Showcase, Nov. 20-22, in Estero, Fla. The Bears won the consolation championship with a 71-60 
win over FAU after dropping a narrow 74-73 decision to Georgia Southern in the first round and then 
downing Manhattan, 69-65, in the next. MSU had a +9.7 rebound margin with Alize Johnson averag-
ing 16.0 points and 9.0 boards. J.T. Miller averaged 13.0 points.   
Success on Signing Day
  MSU received National Letters of Intent on Nov. 8 from three players who will join the Bears in 2018-19:
Ronnie Bell (G, 6-1, 170, Fr., Kansas City, Mo., Park Hill High)
  A two-sport standout at Park Hill (Mo.) High School, Bell led the Trojans to a 21-6 record and state 
sectional run last season. In 2016-17, Bell averaged 14.4 points per game as a junior and earned first-
team all-district and all-conference laurels. He was also named MVP of the Liberty North and William 
Jewell tournaments, while earning all-tournament honors three times. He is also a standout wide 
receiver on the Park Hill football team. 
Grant Gelon (GAY-lawn) (G, 6-5, 195, Jr., Crown Point, Ind., Crown Point High, State Fair CC)
  Now a sophomore at State Fair Community College in Sedalia, Mo., Gelon played his freshman 
season for coach Tom Crean at Indiana and saw action in 12 games for the Hoosiers in 2016-17. He 
was 7-for-9 (.778) from the field and 3-of-5 from 3-point range and scored a season-best 8 points at 
Michigan on 1/26/17. As a prep senior at Crown Point (Ind.) High, he averaged 14.5 points, earning AP 
all-state HM distinction in 2016 for coach Clint Swan and garnered IBCA Super 15 all-state honors. 
Kabir Mohammed (F, 6-5, 225, Jr., Lagos, Nigeria, Fort Washington (Md.) NCA, San Jacinto College)
  Mohammed averaged 10.8 points and 8.3 rebounds as a freshman for coach Scott Gernander at San 
Jacinto College in Pasadena, Texas last season. He was an All-Region honorable mention pick as part 
of a 33-2 club that claimed the Region 14 title in 2016-17 and advanced to the NJCAA national tour-
nament. As a high school senior at National Christian Academy in Fort Washington, Md., Mohammed 
logged 18.1 points and 12.3 rebounds per game for an Eagles team that finished 27-2 overall.
Bears Basketball History
  The Bears have an all-time record of 1643-964 (.630) in their 106th season and are 659-447 (.596) in 
their 36th season since making the move to Division I in 1982-83.
  During the Division I era, MSU has made NCAA Tournament appearances in 1987, 1988, 1989, 
1990, 1992, and 1999. With NCAA Tournament wins over Wisconsin and Tennessee, the 1999 Bears 
advanced to the NCAA Sweet 16 for the first time in program history. The Bears have appeared in the 
National Invitation Tournament nine times -- 1986, 1991, 1993, 1997, 2000, 2005, 2006, 2007 and 
2011.  The 1986, 1993 and 2006 squads all reached the NIT quarterfinals. In 2010, MSU earned the 
CollegeInsider.com Postseason Tournament championship and in 2014 made their second CIT appear-
ance in five years.
  The Bears won NAIA national championship titles in 1952 and 1953 under the late Bob Vanatta, 
while making six NAIA national tournament trips from 1939-1954.  MSU also appeared in the NCAA Di-
vision II Tournament 10 times, finishing as national runners-up four times -- 1959, 1967, 1969 and 1974.
  MSU has won 24 regular-season conference titles, including the 2010-11 MVC championship. The 
Bears have also recorded 28 seasons of 20 or more victories, including 15 in the Division I era.

Kansas State 78, Missouri State 62
  MANHATTAN, Kan. – Senior Jarrid Rhodes scored 20 points and drained five 
3-pointers in a valiant exhibition effort by Missouri State here Saturday. Home 
standing Kansas State shot 48 percent from the field to turn back the Bears, 78-
62, at Bramlage Coliseum.
  The game was organized as an exhibition charity benefit to provide support for 
the American Red Cross’ hurricane relief efforts.
  MSU out-rebounded the Wildcats by a 31-26 margin and, after trailing by as 
many as 12, climbed back within 66-60 with 3:41 to play.  But K-State did not allow 
a Missouri State field goal from there and pulled away with both teams clearing 
their benches late.
  Kansas State scored the game’s first nine points out of the gates before a Ryan 
Kreklow 3-pointer made it a 9-3 game at the first media timeout.
  “I thought overall we looked tentative early and fouled too much,” said MSU 
head coach Paul Lusk. “But those things can be corrected. Many of our mistakes 
were self-inflicted but overall it was a good day for a good cause.”
  In addition to Rhodes’ output, the Bears got 9 points and 5 rebounds from new-
comer Reggie Scurry and 8 points from Kreklow. Senior Tanveer Bhullar snagged 
a game-high 9 rebounds in just 9 minutes off the bench.
  “I thought Jarrid Rhodes was outstanding,” said Lusk. “His confidence is really 
the difference from last season. I thought Reggie Scurry did some great things. He 
is always a threat, and Tanveer was outstanding on the glass. A lot of good things 
to take home and a lot of things to improve on.”
  Kansas State was led by Cartier Diarra with 14 points and Kamau Stokes with 
13.
  Missouri State finished 20-for-49 (.339) from the field and 9-of-23 (.391) from 
long range. MSU was 13-for-25 (.520) at the foul line and committed 17 turnovers 
– 11 from Kansas State steals.
  Missouri State trailed 39-31 at the intermission and turned the ball over three 
straight possessions to start the second half. But MSU clawed back within 62-56 
after a right-wing 3-pointer by freshman Mustafa Lawrence with just over seven 
minutes to play.
  By prior arrangement, both coaches pulled their starters around the six-minute 
mark, but over the next two minutes, MSU missed three of four free throw chances 
to fall behind by 10 once more. However, Lawrence and classmate Darian Scott 
got involved again on back-to-back trips to make it 66-60.
  The Wildcats then put the game out of reach, first making their free throws and 
later with timely jumpers by Diarra, Mike McGuirl and Nigel Shadd.
  Kansas State finished 27-of-57 (.474) overall, 7-of-19 (.368) from the arc and 
17-of-28 (.607) at the stripe with 12 turnovers.
  Missouri State was without the services of standout senior Alize Johnson who is 
resting a minor knee injury as a precautionary measure.
  In his return to the club, Ronnie Rousseau III poured in 7 points, including a 
triple in the second half.

Missouri State 83, Southwest Baptist 56
  Seniors Jarrid Rhodes and J.T. Miller scored 14 and 12 points, respectively, 
while junior Jarred Dixon pitched in 12 more to help Missouri State to an 83-56 
exhibition victory over Southwest Baptist here Wednesday.
  Coach Paul Lusk’s Bears shot 51 percent from the field and committed just sev-
en turnovers in a fast-paced effort by the Missouri Valley preseason favorites.
  Rhodes was 6-of-8 from the field with a pair of 3-pointers and a game-high 6 
rebounds. Dixon and Miller both made 5-of-8 shots with Miller matching Rhodes on 
the glass with 6 caroms.
  The Bears sprinted out to a 9-0 lead in the first three minutes, 14 seconds of the 
game with Rhodes pouring in three field goals in that span.
  SBU fought back to tie the game four minutes later on a layup by Karim Mouliom 
and pulled ahead twice before the midway point in the opening half on buckets by 
Logan Hovey.
  Hovey’s triple at the 10:55 mark gave the Bearcats an 18-16 lead. He finished 
with a game-high 15 points on 5-of-6 shooting.
  The home side used a 13-4 run over the next three minutes to retake the lead 
for good. Three-pointers by Ryan Kreklow and Rhodes paced the outburst, while 
Obediah Church flushed home the first of eight MSU dunks on the night.
  Dixon led a personal 6-0 run to push Missouri State ahead by double figures for 
the first time with 5:51 left in the first stanza. His steal and dunk made it a 35-25 
game with just under six minutes remaining before the break.
  Dixon closed out the half with another break-away dunk, and Abdul Fofana 
scored on a tip-in just before the buzzer to make it 45-32 at the midway point.
  In the second half, MSU held the Bearcats to just one field goal in the first eight 
minutes to build a 25-point lead. A 13-1 run in the span of four minutes sparked the 
flurry, giving the home club a 63-38 lead with 12:33 remaining.
  Lusk cleared the bench shortly thereafter, and MSU cruised to the finish line for 
a 27-point victory.
  Eleven Missouri State players finished in the scoring column with the Bears 
combining to make 32-of-63 from the field and 5-of-12 (.417) from bonus range. 
The Bears converted just 14-of-27 (.519) at the foul line, but out-rebounded SBU 
by a 41-37 margin.
  MSU collected nine steals – by seven different players – and forced 17 SBU 
turnovers in all.
  The Bearcats, who dropped in eight 3-pointers on the night, also got 11 points 
from Cartier Dean.

  Newcomer J.T. Miller led five Missouri State players in double-figures to help the 
Bears to an 85-80 opening-night victory at Western Kentucky.
  Miller went 7-for-12 from the field with three dunks and 8 rebounds.
  Alize Johnson played just 14 minutes but accounted for 13 points and 8 re-
bounds, including four key free throws in the final 32.1 seconds for the Bears.
  After MSU (1-0) built a 22-point lead out of the gates, WKU whittled its way back 
with ample free throw opportunities and made a game of it late.
  With the Bears up 66-57 after a layup by Miller at the 8:30 mark, WKU went on a 
7-0 run in the span of 100 seconds to make it a two-point game. But a gutsy layup 
by Reggie Scurry followed on MSU’s next possession to give coach Paul Lusk’s 
club some breathing room.
  Inside three minutes to go, WKU got a free throw from Darius Thompson to pull 
within 72-70, but a triple by Ronnie Rousseau III silenced the crowd of more than 
5,200 at E.A. Diddle Arena with 2:07 on the clock.
  Rousseau scored again on MSU’s next possession and made it 77-72, but 
the home club did not stop coming with a dunk by Dwight Coleby and a trey by 
Thompson, the latter of which made it 81-77 with 24.1 to go.
  After Johnson missed the second of a two-shot foul chance at the 21.1 mark, 
Lamonte Bearden drained his third 3-pointer of the night to make it 82-80 with 15 
ticks to play.
  The Bears dug deep and responded with back-to-back defensive stops, sand-
wiched in between free throws by Ryan Kreklow and Johnson to seal the win.
  Scurry and Rousseau each scored 12 for the Bears, and Obediah Church added 
11 points.
  MSU shot 55.7 percent from the field and out-rebounded the Hilltoppers, 38-34.
  Western Kentucky finished 28-of-36 (.778) at the foul line and had 12 fewer field 
goals than the visitors. Bearden led WKU with 24 points.

  Alize Johnson posted a double-double, and J.T. Miller notched a team-high 16 
points to lead Missouri State past visiting Southern University, 86-58, in the Bears’ 
2017-18 home opener.
  Johnson finished with 10 points, 14 rebounds and 5 assists in a 22-minute 
assignment, while Miller was 5-for-5 from the field, including a pair of 3-pointers.

  Alize Johnson posted game highs with 23 points and 20 rebounds, but it wasn’t 
quite enough as the Bears dropped a 57-54 decision to visiting North Dakota State.
  NDSU was led by A.J. Jacobson with 14 points, including 3 first-half 3-pointers.
  After trailing by as many as 10 in the first half, MSU took charge out of the gates 
in the second stanza and led by as many as five. With less than four minutes to 
go in the game, the Bears went up 51-48 on a jumper by Ronnie Rousseau III but 
could not convert another field goal down the stretch.
  NDSU tied the game, 52-52, on a floater by Jacobson with 2:58 remaining and 
then crept ahead by two on a pair of foul shots by Tyson Ward a minute later. 
MSU’s Ryan Kreklow sank two clutch charity shots of his own at the 1:54 mark to 
knot the score for the last time, 54-54.
  The Bison gained the edge on two free throws by Jacobson, and then both clubs 
went cold in the final 90 seconds. 
  Missouri State missed five straight field goal attempts, most highly contested 
near the rim, but it was the final shot of the night that looked like it might bail out 
the home club. With NDSU creeping ahead by three on a foul shot by Ward with 
8.5 ticks showing, Johnson brought the ball down the court and picked up his drib-
ble with time winding down. He found a streaking Jarrid Rhodes whose potential 
game-tying 3-pointer from the right wing looked on target, but just rimmed out as 
the final horn sounded.
  Johnson was 8-of-21, and Reggie Scurry was 4-for-9 from the field, but the rest 
of the Bears combined to go 8-for-31 in a classic, defensive battle. For the night, 
MSU converted 32.8 percent overall and just 1-of-17 from long range.
  Johnson’s 20 rebounds was just one shy of a career high in his second straight 
double-double of the young campaign.
  The Bears started the night in hibernation, missing their first three shots before 
Johnson converted a fast-break layup for the first points of the game nearly three-
and-a-half minutes in.
  Rhodes and Obediah Church followed suit to give MSU a 6-2 lead out of the 
gates as the Bison missed nine of their first 10 attempts.
  After a Ryan Kreklow jumper at the 12:38 mark put the Bears up 8-5, NDSU 
went on a 14-1 run over the next six minutes to take a 19-9 advantage. MSU 
ended the dry spell with back-to-back buckets by Johnson, including a steal and 
layup to get within six.
  After Jacobson’s third trey of the opening half gave NDSU a 22-13 lead with just 
over five minutes to go, the Bears ended the stanza on a 9-2 run to get within 24-
22 at the intermission. Church, Scurry and Jarred Dixon led the surge, including a 
huge triple by Dixon with 30 seconds to go before the break.

  Alize Johnson scored 17 points and snagged a game-high 14 rebounds, but a 
second-half streak by unbeaten Georgia Southern helped hand the Bears a 74-73 
loss in the opening round of the Gulf Coast Showcase at Germain Arena.
  The Bears took their first lead of the game with 16:39 remaining on a 3-pointer 
by Ryan Kreklow to bring MSU all the way back from an early 12-point hole. 
  The lead see-sawed back and forth over the next four minutes before the Eagles 
went on a decisive 13-2 run to push ahead 67-57 on a tip-in by Sean O’Connell 
with just over eight minutes to play. GSU then scored four of the game’s next five 
points to take its biggest lead of the afternoon, 71-58 at the 6:44 mark.
  During that pivotal 10-minute stretch, the Bears committed six turnovers and 
put themselves in a difficult predicament. But in a game full of key scoring runs, 
the Bears saved their best for last, hitting on all cylinders over the game’s final six 
minutes. 
  With the Bears’ defense stepping up its efforts, Reggie Scurry started MSU’s 
late scoring run with a traditional 3-point play, followed by a flashy layup by J.T. 
Miller. Miller later scored high off the glass with less than two minutes to go, and 
then MSU had a pivotal sequence off a GSU miss with just over a minute to play. 
Obediah Church blocked a shot by Tookie Brown which Johnson corralled and fed 
to a streaking Miller to get MSU within 73-68.
  Miller than made it a 73-70 game with a huge dunk at the 34-second mark. 
  Brown, who had a game-high 20 points, then missed the front end of a one-and-
one with 18.4 seconds to go to give MSU a chance to tie. After a long possession, 
Johnson lined up a potential game-tying three from the top of the key, but it missed 
just long.
  GSU’s Ike Smith gathered the rebound and was fouled with 5.6 seconds to play. 
He was sent to the line and made the first free throw, but missed the second. MSU 
rushed down the floor, and Jarrid Rhodes knocked down a clutch triple from the 
right wing to get MSU closer, but time expired before the Bears could foul again.
  Miller scored a season-high 17 points for MSU, while Rhodes added 11 playing 
in his home state.
  The Bears finished with 17 turnovers, shot 48.3 percent from the field on 28-of-
58 shots and dropped in a season-best 76.5 percent (13-of-17) from the foul line. 
Aside from Ronnie Rousseau III, who was 2-for-2 from beyond the arc, the Bears 
were cold from long range, making just 4-of-18 (.222) threes as a team.
  Missouri State out-rebounded Georgia Southern by a 42-35 margin.
  In the first half, the Eagles jumped out to an 18-6 lead in the first five minutes to 
help the Sun Belt squad take a 44-38 lead into the intermission.

Missouri State 69, Manhattan 65
  Alize Johnson’s layup with 12 seconds remaining helped guide the Missouri 
State Bears to a 69-65 comeback win over Manhattan in the second round of the 
Gulf Coast Showcase.
  Johnson led all scorers with 17 points and finished a perfect 7-for-7 at the line. 
MSU also got 12 points apiece from J.T. Miller and Obediah Church who each 
added five field goals.
  The Bears led for the game’s first 10 minutes, but fell behind after the Jaspers’ 
amped up their full-court pressure to take MSU of its offensive rhythm. However, 
with just over six minutes to go in the game, Obediah Church’s dunk in transition 
brought MSU all the way back from a nine-point deficit to tie the game at 57.
  Manhattan recaptured the lead briefly, but the game’s final four minutes be-
longed to the Bears. Ronnie Rousseau III knocked down two key free throws to get 
MSU closer before Miller tied the game, 61-61, on a running floater with just 3:45 
to play.
  Church added another big dunk a minute later to give the Bears their first lead 
since the opening half, but the Jaspers tied it again after Rich Williams was fouled 
by Miller and made both free throws. With 1:44 to play, Johnson scored on a put-
back off a missed corner three by Kreklow to put MSU up 65-63.
  That score held up until the final 40 seconds when Manhattan’s Williams tied 
the game again on a challenged 15-foot jumper to make it 65-65. The Bears called 
a timeout at the 28-second mark to set up what proved to be the winning play – 
Johnson’s layup with a dozen ticks to go.
  Manhattan used its final timeout at 5.3 seconds before the final buzzer, but the 
Bears snuffed out the set play, and Kreklow gathered in a loose ball to end the 
threat. He iced the game’s final two free throws to help hand MSU a four-point 
victory.
  MSU held the Jaspers to just 29 percent shooting in the second half and forced 
seven turnovers in that span to set up the comeback. The Bears also scored 13 
second-half field goals compared to just seven by Manhattan.
  Church scored all 12 of his points in the final stanza, going 5-for-5 from the field 
with 5 caroms and a pair of blocks down the stretch. For his part, Johnson was 
also key in the clutch, making 4-of-6 second-half shots while helping MSU out-re-
bound MC by a 22-15 margin in that span.
  For the game, the Bears finished 24-of-55 (.436) overall from the field and a 
season-best 20-of-25 (.800) at the foul line. MSU also enjoyed a 37-29 rebounding 
advantage with just 11 turnovers in a defensive-oriented contest.
  After firing an impressive 55 percent from the field in the first half, Manhattan 
finished 23-for-53 (.434) from the field and 8-of-19 (.421) from three. The Jaspers 
got 15 points apiece from Aaron Walker and Rich Williams in a solid team effort.

Missouri State 71, FAU 60
  Missouri State got 14 points apiece from Jarrid Rhodes and Alize Johnson and 
rode the strength of five significant runs to put away Florida Atlantic, 71-60, in the 
consolation championship game of the Gulf Case Showcase.
  Johnson snagged a team-high 8 rebounds and dished out 4 assists, while 
Rhodes knocked down three 3-pointers for MSU. The Bears also got 10 points 
apiece from J.T. Miller and Jarred Dixon.
  FAU got a game-high 16 points from Gerdarius Troutman, who was 4-for-5 from 
long range, and 10 rebounds from Amir Smith.
  After leading 36-28 at the midway point, the Bears opened up the second half 
with a 7-0 run that Johnson ignited with a mid-range jumper. Ronnie Rousseau III 
followed that up with a 3-pointer, and Rhodes converted a layup to push the Bears 
ahead, 43-28, less than 90 seconds into the final period.
  The Bears’ lead grew to 20 points later in the half on a 10-2 outburst by the 
Springfield club.

  All 11 Missouri State players in uniform found the scoring column, including a 
team-high 13 points by Jarred Dixon, to lead the Bears past Evangel, 80-48.
  J.T. Miller, Obediah Church and Reggie Scurry also added 10 points apiece for 
MSU, which shot an even 50 percent from the field and out-rebounded the Crusad-
ers by a 50-29 margin.
  The game was the home guarantee as part of MSU’s entry into the recent-
ly-completed Gulf Coast Showcase in Florida. It was also the Bears’ fourth game in 
a five-day span.
  Paul Lusk’s club led wire-to-wire and jumped out of the gates to a 20-5 lead 
in the first 10 minutes. A close-range by Miller just over two minutes in gave the 
transfer from Howard University his 1,000th career point.
  Nearly 13 minutes into the game, the Bears opened up a 21-point advantage on 
a traditional 3-point play by Church, who snagged a game-high 10 rebounds for his 
second career double-double.
  Evangel responded with an 8-0 run powered by Jalen Norman and Justin Wash-
ington to get its deficit back to 13. 
  But right before the intermission, the home club rallied again, getting a dunk by 
Scurry to start things before a dunk-back by Church and a trey by Dixon – his first 
of three on the night.
  The second half proved much the same with Ross Owens giving the Bears their 
first 30-point lead on a mid-range jumper at the 8:06 mark. Owens and Ryan Krek-
low added triples in the final five minutes before Scurry put MSU over 80 points for 
the third time this season with a close-range bucket in the final minute.
  The Bears knocked down eight 3-pointers for the game, their most since Nov. 15 
against Southern, and accounted for 44 points in the paint and 34 bench points in 
picking up their third straight win.
  Kreklow led MSU with 4 assists, Mustafa Lawrence tallied 3 steals, and Church 
added 5 blocked shots to his already-impressive stat line.
  Evangel was led by Washington’s game-high 19 points on 8-of-24 shooting and 
a team-high 6 rebounds.

    Paul Lusk is in his seventh season as Missouri State’s sideline boss. The 
former standout player in the Missouri Valley Conference continues to stockpile 
talent for a proud Bears’ basketball program and return it to prominence in the 
league he grew up in.
  In his six seasons on the Springfield campus, Lusk has coached 10 MVC 
Scholar-Athlete Team selections, five All-MVC players, four All-Freshman Team 
picks, four members of the MVC All-Newcomer Team and two members of The 
Valley Most-Improved Team. Lusk, 46, also boasts the MVC Newcomer of the 
Year each of the past two seasons.
  In 2016-17, Lusk and the Bears turned a corner with the club’s first winning 
campaign in three years and a strong run to the MVC Tournament semifinals. 
MSU was 17-16 overall and 11-6 at JQH Arena with junior transfer Alize Johnson 
reeling off 17 double-doubles to earn Valley Newcomer of the Year and All-MVC 
first-team honors. The Bears scored 72.8 points per game in a fan-friendly 
upturn in offensive production. 
  The Bears also boasted an MVC All-Defensive Team pick in sophomore Obe-
diah Church -- the club’s first since 2011 -- behind his 74 blocks and high-flying 
rebounds as well as All-Bench Team pick Jarred Dixon. Postseason honors also 
netted two picks to the Valley Scholar-Athlete Team.
  Junior Dequon Miller became the fifth Missouri State player to earn MVC 
Newcomer of the Year laurels in 2015-16, highlighting a season in which the 
squad’s rookies stole the spotlight. Freshman standouts Obediah Church and 
Jarred Dixon both earned MVC All-Freshman Team distinction.
  The young Bears spent much of Lusk’s fifth season battling through injuries 
and adversity with two of the club’s backcourt starters combining to miss 39 
games on the injured reserve. However, the Bears showed tremendous resolve, 
collecting a clutch road win at Oklahoma State, defeating NCAA Tournament 
sweetheart Northern Iowa at home, and reeling off three straight Valley road 
wins in the month of January. MSU also finished the season strong, winning 
four of its last five at home and battling No. 2 seed Evansville to the wire in the 
second round of the MVC Tournament in St. Louis.
  In 2014-15, the Bears managed an 8-6 record at JQH Arena to complete 
the club’s 44th straight season with a winning record at home. The Bears also 
finished in the top 100 of all Division I programs in home attendance for the 
30th straight season. Postseason honors in Lusk’s fourth year included a pair of 
MVC Scholar-Athlete performers. Dorrian Williams was also named to the MVC 
Most-Improved Team.
  Lusk led the Bears to their first 20-win season and postseason appearance of 
his tenure in 2013-14 with MSU’s trip to the Valley Tournament semifinals since 
2011 and a CIT first-round appearance. 
  After his third season in Springfield, Lusk was recognized with distinguished 
honors. He finished third in the MVC Coach of the Year voting and was named a 
finalist for the 2014 Skip Prosser Man of the Year Award. The Prosser Award is 
presented annually to honor those elite coaches who not only achieve success 

on the basketball court but who display moral integrity off of it. Lusk’s Bears 
played four top-10 ranked teams in his third season and parlayed that experience 
into manufacturing the eighth-best turnaround in the NCAA Division I ranks. MSU 
improved by a +9.0 margin in the span of a year, the third-best improvement in 
MSU history as well.
  Senior Jarmar Gulley earned second-team All-MVC honors in 2014, while 
classmate Nathan Scheer snagged MVC Scholar-Athlete Team honors for a third 
straight year. Likewise, Ruder earned MVC All-Freshman team honors after he 
broke the Bears’ freshman 3-point record (72), making him just the fourth fresh-
man in Valley history to score 70 or more long-range shots in a season.
  The 2013-14 squad compiled a 20-13 ledger, including a 14-3 mark at home. 
MSU finished 85th in the final regular-season RPI, making it the highest-rated 
team to not make the 2014 NIT or NCAA fields.
  In 2012-13, Lusk fielded the seventh-youngest team in Division I basketball 
but led MSU to a winning record at home and the fifth-best turnover average in 
the nation (10.2). The Bears also set program high-water marks for most games 
ever against ranked opponents with six and the best single-season scoring total 
for a freshman class in program history.
  The rebuilding campaign saw the young club finish in the NCAA’s top 100 
in home attendance average. The squad’s lone senior Anthony Downing was 
named All-MVC honorable mention, while Nathan Scheer earned a spot on the 
MVC All-Bench Team and MVC Scholar-Athlete first team. Christian Kirk was 
also a postseason honoree with MVC Scholar-Athlete second-team distinction.
  The busiest road schedule in school history saw the 2012-13 Bears log 
21,373 miles of ground and air miles that included a summer tour of Costa Rica 
and Thanksgiving trip to Puerto Vallarta, Mexico. After a couple of last-second 
defeats in the Puerto Vallarta event, the Bears started the MVC schedule with a 
3-1 record, including a home win over rival Southern Illinois.
  In his debut season at Missouri State in 2011-12, Lusk guided the Bears to a 
share of third place in the Missouri Valley Conference, tied a school record for 
most road wins and finished 16-16 overall with arguably the toughest non-con-
ference schedule in the program’s history. Close calls and tight finishes became 
the team’s calling card with five overtime games and 17 games decided by single 
digits. MSU’s 12 single-digit losses were the most in the MVC and program’s 
most since 2002.
  Lusk’s inaugural campaign was also highlighted by a 4-0 start that included 
one-sided road wins at Nevada and Arkansas State. The Bears began league 
play with a 12-point win at No. 19 Creighton, the team’s first Top 25 win since 
2008 and first-ever road win over a ranked opponent. The Bears came within an 
eyelash of beating Big East power West Virginia in the Las Vegas Classic and 
also had No. 18 Creighton on the ropes in the final seconds of a home game at 
JQH Arena in two potential season-changing decisions.
  Downing went on to earn a spot on the 2012 MVC All-Newcomer Team, and 
Michael Bizoukas, a one-year senior transfer from DePaul, led The Valley in

assists and assist-to-turnover ratio. The team’s six returning lettermen were also 
widely publicized in 2011-12 as senior Kyle Weems closed out his career as 
the program’s No. 2 career scorer while earning All-MVC first team honors and 
becoming a finalist for the Lou Henson Mid-Major National Player of the Year 
Award. The Bears claimed MVC Newcomer of the Week honors eight times, the 
second-highest total by one school in league history.
  Lusk came to Missouri State after seven seasons as an assistant coach at 
Purdue. When former Boilermaker associate Cuonzo Martin came to MSU in 
2008, Lusk was promoted to associate head coach under top man, Matt Painter, 
a position Lusk held until coming to Springfield.
  During his tenure on the Purdue coaching staff, Lusk helped guide the Boil-
ermakers to five consecutive NCAA Tournament appearances with a collective 
129-45 ledger during that span. He first came to West Lafayette in 2004-05 as 
an assistant under then-coach Gene Keady and stayed on board at Purdue 
when Painter took the coaching reigns in 2005-06.
  Lusk was named by FoxSports.com as one of the 
nation’s top 25 high-major assistant coaches in the summer 
of 2010. In April 2011, Lusk was inducted into the Illinois 
Basketball Hall of Fame. After his first year at MSU, 
CollegeSportsMadness.com named Lusk its 2012 MVC 
coach of the year after taking the Bears from a predicted 
sixth-place finish to tie for third.
  Before moving to Purdue, he spent one season on 
Painter’s staff at Southern Illinois in 2003-04, a campaign 
that also culminated in an NCAA Tournament berth, a No. 
15 national ranking and a 25-5 record.
  Prior to that, he spent one season as head coach at 
(Division III) University of Dubuque in Iowa. His head coach-
ing debut came on the heels of three seasons at Division II 
Missouri Southern State in Joplin where he was an assis-
tant under legendary coach Robert Corn. The Lions were 
71-21 in that span (1999-2002) with an NCAA Tournament 
appearance in 1999-2000. His coaching career started with

a one-year stint as an assistant at Southwestern Illinois College in Belleville 
where coach Jay Harrington’s Blue Storm finished 19-12.
  The native of New Baden, Ill., began his playing career at Iowa in 1990 where 
he spent two years before he found a home at SIU under coach Rich Herrin. He 
helped guide the Salukis to three straight NCAA Tournament trips (1993-95), 
earning All-MVC second-team honors in 1994 with a 15.2 scoring average as a 
junior. As a senior, he earned a spot on the Valley Scholar-Athlete and All-Tour-
nament teams and finished his career with 1,666 points.
  He went on to play professionally both in the United States and Argentina and 
earned two different invitations to the Phoenix Suns’ training camp.
  A 1995 graduate of SIU-Carbondale, Lusk and his wife Melanie have a daugh-
ter, Maddie, and a son, Jack. The couple both earned their Masters of Science in 
Education from Missouri State in December 2000.
